QUEEN OF HEAVEN, REJOICE, ALLELUTA

In the long history of the church, the tradition to dedicate the months of May and October
to our Blessed Mother Mary began very early. Christians look at Mary, to learn from her how
to believe in God and Jesus, how to hope and how to love each other.

Among the Constitutions of the Second Vatican Council, the Lumen Gentium, is a
dogmatic Constitution on the church. Chapter 8tk is about the blessed Virgin Mary, Mother
of God in the mystery of Christ and the church. Here are some quotations. Maybe some words
are rather difficult, but they help us to deepen our faith. For instance, what is the place of
Mary in God’s design for the salvation of all mankind, what kind of tie is the one between

Jesus and Mary, what is the basis to look at her as our Mother, and so on.

Wishing in His supreme goodness and wisdom to effect the redemption of the world,
"when the fullness of time came, God sent His Son, born of a woman...that we might
receive the adoption of sons.” He for us men, and for our salvation, came down from

heaven, and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit from the Virgin Mary.(from n. 52)

The Virgin Mary, who at the message of the angel received the Word of God in her
heart and in her body and gave Life to the world, 1s acknowledged and honored as being
truly the Mother of God and Mother of the Redeemer. Redeemed by reason of the merits
of her Son and united to Him by a close and indissoluble tie, she is endowed with the
high oftice and dignity of being the Mother of the Son of God, by which account she is
also the beloved daughter of the Father and the temple of the Holy Spirit. Because of
this gift of sublime grace she far surpasses all creatures, both in heaven and on
earth.(from n.
