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The Gospel of the Pentecost mass (Jn. 20, 19-23) presents us about the Risen Lord appeared to His disciples
who are filled with sadness and fear, saying, “Peace be with you.” In that moment, their sadness turns to joy, and
their fears vanish. It is the presence of God that helps them to become strong and confident as they journey on.

As we look back on our journey in life, we realize that when we disregarded God’s presence in our lives,
we encountered fear, sadness, vanity, emptiness, and hardness of heart. Let us continue to acknowledge and invite
the Lord to come into your life and the Holy Spirit to come into your heart!

Not just in our heart, but we need the Pentecost in our daily life, environments as well. Pentecost was an
outpouring of peace, love and unity. Instead of violence, killings, fear and hate, may we all work for true and lasting
peace, which is founded on Jesus' teachings.

Let's remember that the Lord’s greeting of peace is followed by His message of forgiveness: “Whose sins
you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” In other words, there can be no true peace
without forgiveness. It is the road of reconciliation that leads us to true peace. If you are not experiencing peace right

now, it could be that you are not at peace with God, with other people, or with your own self. Peace be with you!
