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“This 1s the day the Lord has made; let us rejoice.”

Our sisters and brothers in Christ, lent is a time to quiet our hearts so that we can
listen to the voice of God. And Easter is the time to sing “Alleluia”. During the forty
days from Ash Wednesday, we take a little distance from various people, places, and
things, and we look at ourselves. By doing so, we can know ourselves better and take
better care of ourselves. Easter is the day when we rejoice in all the “good things,”
“peautiful things,” and “things that give us love” in our lives. Saint John Paul II once
said, “We can find God in all things. Through everything, we can be united with Him.”
The Lord Jesus is alive, and He is everywhere.

Therefore, Easter is a celebration of joy. The responsorial psalm sings, “This is the day
the Lord has made; let us rejoice.” This joy comes from the resurrection of Jesus, who has
given us new life. We have received this new life. It is both a gift and a mission for us.
Easter reminds us that we are called to be “witnesses” and “missionaries.” Peter’s
preaching in the Acts of the Apostles (10:34—43) speaks strongly about this. The disciples
could give wonderful witness because they actually saw Jesus and heard His voice. We
have not seen or heard Jesus directly as the disciples did. But through our faith in Him,
we too have been changed by Jesus. As people of the Resurrection, we have been made
new through the death and resurrection of Jesus. We celebrate this Good News and want
to share it with others. It also becomes a strength to help those who have lost their faith
or can no longer believe, showing them that Jesus is alive. Through our way of living, we
can show that “Jesus lives within us.”

This is the heart of Easter. The new life of Christ has the power to transform us. And
because we have received this new life, we can also become a source of new life for others.
